Abstract: This document contains detailed guidelines for preparation of Full Papers to be presented at the First International Conference of Thai Society for Transportation & Traffic Studies (TSTS).  At the First International Conference of Thai Society for Transportation & Traffic Studies (TSTS), the Journal and Proceedings will be published on CD-ROM.  THEREFORE, AUTHORS ARE REQUESTED TO SUBMIT A DRAFT FULL PAPER AS A PDF FILE.  The deadline for Draft full paper submission is October 15th, 2009.  Submission of draft full papers is closed on October 15th, 2009 24:00. (GMT +7:00).  The Submission of draft full paper is made through the TSTS Website (www.thaitransport.org).  And, it doesn't accept any formats except PDF.  The draft full papers will be reviewed by referees. You will be notified the result of the review by October 30th, 2009. (Abstract should be within 150 words.)
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1. FORMAT

Papers must take the following format:

· A4 paper (21 cm wide by 29 cm long).

· Every (upper, lower, right and left hand) margin of 2.5 cm.

· Times (roman or new roman) (or a font similar to that of the print used in this document)

· 12 point pitch.

· Single spacing.

· Maximum length of 10 pages, including figures, tables appendices and references.

· Do not indent but leave a blank line between paragraphs.

· Do not print Page numbers.

· Do not print anything in header and footer. 

The official language of the conference is English. All papers are to be submitted in English. The presentation at TSTS 2010 must be made in a maximum of 30 minutes.

2. PDF FILE

Authors are requested to submit a Draft Full Papers as a PDF file.  The submitted PDF file is needed to be viewed and printed by “Adobe Acrobat Reader 9.0” or “Adobe Reader 9.0”.  Authors can use any software and Operating System for writing papers.  However, files must be submitted in PDF Format.  The requirements of submitted PDF files are “Embedding all fonts” and “Bitmapped image over 300 dpi resolution”.  


· Please use "Adobe Distiller" for creating the PDF file.  When the "PDF Writer" is used to create a PDF file, character code or layout errors will be occurred.

· Please put your TSTS ID-Code follow by the number of for the paper as title of submitted PDF files. In case of your ID-Code is TH-95-09-0028 and you are submitting your second paper; the submitted PDF file's title will be "TH-95-09-0028-02.pdf".  If you give it a wrong filename, our reviewing process will be disturbed.  If you don't know or do not have your TSTS ID-Code, please inquire to the TSTS-Secretariat.

· PDF file can describe figures and pictures in color. 

· Don't set a password to the submitted PDF file.  

· Please don't use multi-byte characters.  The TSTS Secretariat strongly recommends using "Times new roman", "Helvatica" and "Symbol" etc. as a font set.

· It is recommended that changing equations to JPEG picture etc. for preventing character code errors.

Please refer to the TSTS Website for further information to create PDF files.  The TSTS will not answer to authors for disadvantage caused by file error and character code error.  We recommend that authors will check the file on different computers from that it is created.

3. STRUCTURE

First page: This document is an example of the first page of a full paper.  The title of the paper should be centered in bold capitals. Each author’s name, title, organization, its address facsimile number and E-mail address are placed.  Each author’s surname should be typed in capitals.  If there is only one author, author’s information should be centered with every left side of lines in order.  If there are two authors, the second author’s information should be placed on the right side to the first author’s one.  If three, the third author’s information should be placed under the first author’s one as described on this document.

Following the above mentioned information, an abstract of less than 150 words and five key words at most should be placed. Then, after two blank lines, the main body of the paper starts, divided in chapters and (optionally) sections. Chapters must be numbered and their title typed in bold capitals (for example, 1.INTRODUCTION). Sections must be numbered using two digits and their title typed in bold typeface (for example, 2.1 Model Validation). Two blank lines must be left before each title with the exception of new pages. All the text must start at the left hand margin (that is, new paragraphs are not to be indented) with the exception of listings which may be indented.

The order of the paper is as follows:

First:
Title, authors’ information and the chapters of the main body of the text, numbered as indicated above.

Second:
the ACKNOWLEDGEMENTS (title centered and in bold capital typeface) if required.

Third:
the REFERENCES (title centered and in bold capital typeface)
Fourth:
appendices if required

4. EQUATION, TABLES AND FIGURES

· Equations must be written preferably with the same word processor used for the rest of the text, without hand written symbols in order to aid legibility.  Equations must be numbered sequentially with their numbers in parenthesis and right justified.

· Tables must be numbered sequentially and have a reasonably explanatory title centered over the table; the measurement units employed in the table must be indicated.

· Figures must be drawn using good quality graphic software; they must be numbered sequentially and have a reasonably informative title centered 

· under the figure.

5. REFERENCE

The Harvard System of referencing must be used. In the body of the text papers or documents are referred to by author’s surname with the year of publication in parenthesis; if the quotation is itself in parenthesis, the year of publication is separated by a comma. If the reference has more than two authors, only the surname and initials of the first author followed by et al. in italics will appear in the body of the text.

To complete the paper, references must be given alphabetically by author’s surname including: surname(s) and initials of author(s), separated by a comma, year of publication in parenthesis, title of paper, title and volume of the journal in bold typeface, and first and last pages. In the case of books, the title of the book must be in bold typeface, with the first letter capital; the publisher and the city of publication must be indicated.

The following examples present some of the most typical cases of referencing at the end of the paper; please follow them as strictly as possible.
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
